Speaking on this strategic alliance, Mr. Dhananjay Sharma, GM-Solar Business, Su-Kam said, “Against its highest peak demand of 5,642MW in 2012, Delhi produces only 1,345MW out of which 55% is coal-based. Localized renewable generation can reduce this shortfall.
